PUBLIC FORUM
Jennifer Perkins visited with the board regarding a sexual offender (predator) ordinance be enacted.  State statues allow municipalities to pass an ordinance which allow a minimum residential distance of 500 feet from school or daycare.  State statue does not allow municipalities to place additional restrictions.  Jennifer also expressed concerns regarding condition of  a home in Fairmont and nuisance abatement process.

One & Six Year Street Plan

Steve Parr reviewed the proposed One & Six Street plan, lane mile report update and revenue and expenditure report sent of the Nebr. Dept. of Transportation.  The Village receives highway allocation funds on the submittal of these documents.  Items on the proposed One & Six Year Street plan: M-281 (25) south side for town –open drainage ditch clean out ;M-281( 33)- “F” Street between 6th  Avenue & 9th Avenue; M-281(34) – “E” Street between 6th Avenue & 9th Avenue; M-281( 31)-5th Avenue between “D” Street to ” I” street – storm sewer on north side of town; M-281 (36) –  “D” Street to 1st Avenue to 2nd Avenue and  “G” Street 1st Ave to 2nd Ave.  Steve also mentioned if improvements are made to the gravel road south of Fairmont to Highway 81 Fillmore County’s  One & Six Year street plan would show the improvement since the road is outside of the corporate limits.
