REGULAR MEETING OF THE CHAIRPERSON AND BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF FAIRMONT NEBRASKA

October 10, 2017
 The Regular meeting of the Fairmont Village Board of Trustees was convened in open and public session on Tuesday, October 10, 2017 at 7:00 p.m. at the Fairmont Village Hall, 635 6th Ave., Fairmont NE.  Notice of the meeting was given in advance according to proper notification by posting of meeting notice at Heartland Bank-Fairmont Branch, U.S. Post Office and Fairmont Village Hall. Chairperson Donald A. Moses called the meeting to order.   Clerk/Treas. Linda Carroll recorded the minutes. Board members present upon roll call were:  Jack D. Slocum, Selina J. West, Aaron T. Fintel and David R. Seggerman. Board Visitors to the meeting were: Skip Radke, Hannah Marget, Tami Scheil, and Lynn West. Chairperson Moses noted that a copy of the Open Meetings Act was posted in the council meeting room for public inspection and review.   Seggerman moved and Fintel seconded to approve the minutes of September 1, 2017 board meeting and September 19, 2017 board meeting. Voting aye: Seggerman, Fintel, Slocum, West, and Moses.  Motion approved.  
July 31, 2017 and August 31, 2017 Treasurer’s Reports were placed on file. 

PUBLIC FORUM
Skip Radke inquired about the cost of the sewer and water extension to Casey’s.  Chairperson noted that Casey’s will be paying for the water line and the village will retain ownership of the water line.  Skip requested some village services provided could be eliminated to assist with recouping the cost of sewer extension.  
Hannah Marget visited with the board regarding planting a tree between the sidewalk and street located to the east of her home on property located at 506 8th Ave, Fairmont.  General consensus was to approve planting of the tree and a Resolution allowing planting of a tree in a right of way space will be passed at the November 13, 2017 board meeting.

Fintel moved and Seggerman seconded to pass and adopt Resolution #2017-13 A Resolution Ordering Construction pursuant to Resolution #2017-12   Resolution of Necessity for Creation of Sanitary Sewer District No. 2017-1.  Voting aye: Fintel, Seggerman, Slocum, West and Moses. Motion approved. Resolution #2017-13 passed and adopted. 

Ordinance #17-516 – Ordinance creating Sanitary Sewer Extension District No. 2017-1 (An 8 inch gravity sewer main, commencing at approximately 4th and I Streets, west along I Street to Highway 81 and then south along Highway 81 to a location near the existing Casey’s Store.)

West seconded the motion to suspend the readings. Voting aye: Slocum, West, Fintel, Seggerman and Moses.  Motion approved.  Seggerman moved and Moses seconded to pass and adopt Ordinance #17-516.  Seggerman, Moses, Slocum, West and Fintel.  Motion approved.  Ordinance #17-516 passed and adopted. 
Ordinance #17-517- Ordinance creating Water Extension District No. 2017-1 (An 8-inch water main commencing at the intersection of 6th and I Streets, thence west along I St. to Highway 81, thence west along Highway 81 to the Casey’s Store.) 
Slocum introduced AN ORDINANCE CREATING WATER EXTENSION DISTRICT NO. 2017-1 OF THE VILLAGE OF FAIRMONT, NEBRASKA; ESTABLISHING THE OUTER BOUNDARIES OF THE DISTRICTS; DESIGNATING THE SIZE, LOCATION AND TERMINAL POINTS AND REFERRING TO THE PLANS AND SPECIFICATIONS AND ESTIMATE OF THE ENGINEER IN CONNECTION THEREWITH ON FILE WITH THE VILLAGE CLERK and moved that the statutory rule requiring reading on three days be dispensed with. Fintel seconded the motion to suspend the readings.  Voting aye: Slocum, Fintel, West, Seggerman and Moses. Motion approved.  Ordinance #17-517 passed and adopted. 

Resolution #2017-14 Resolution Authorizing the Chairperson and the Village Clerk to execute documents with Dept. of Agricultural Rural Development (USDA-RD).  
West moved and Seggerman seconded to pass and adopt Resolution #2017-14 A Resolution Authorizing the Chairperson and the Village Clerk to execute documents with Dept. of Agricultural Rural Development (USDA-RD).  Voting aye: West, Seggerman, Slocum, Fintel and Moses.  Motion approved.  Resolution #2017-14 passed and adopted. 
Resolution #2017-15 Loan Resolution with USDA-RD in the amount of $196,000 and a USDA-RD grant in the amount of $144,000 (This resolution is for funding of Sanitary Sewer extension to Casey’s). 
Moses moved and Fintel seconded to pass and adopt Resolution #2017-15 A Loan Resolution with USDA-RD in the amount of $196,000 and a USDA-RD grant in the amount of $144,000. 
Voting aye: Moses, Fintel, Slocum, West and Seggerman.  Motion approved.  Resolution #2017-15 passed and adopted. 
TAMI SCHEIL, FAIRVIEW MANOR ADMINISTRATOR

Equipment quote
Tami Scheil, Fairview Manor Administrator, reported to the board that when water tower was drained it may have had an adverse effect on the residue in the water lines at the manor and the walk in cooler is not functioning properly.  This walk in unit cooler was placed in service when the building was constructed.  Current walk in cooler is not adequate in size and replacing the unit with two reach in refrigerators and two reach in freezers would be more efficient. A quote from Direct Supply Equipment & Furnishings was reviewed for a reach in refrigerator and reach in freezer in the amount of $11,295. Tami contacted a second company for a quote but did not receive a reply. The walk in cooler will be torn out.  Tami will contact Fairview Manor’s insurance carrier regarding coverage for this type of event.  Moses moved and Fintel seconded to authorize Tami Scheil, Fairview Manor Administrator to purchase two reach in refrigerators and two reach in freezers from Direct Supply Equipment & Furnishings in the amount of $22,590.  Voting aye: Moses, Fintel, Slocum, West and Seggerman. Motion approved. 
Upgrade Generator
Discussion was held regarding upgrading the current generator for Fairview Manor.  Items discussed: 1)Current generator has very limited capacity for lighting and air conditioning; 2)If entire facility (skilled care, assisted living and day care) were set up for generation, the day care portion could be used as a community storm shelter; 3)Upgrading for an adequate generator would require significant investment; 4) Hazard Mitigation grant funds have been explored; however Fairview Manor does not qualify; 5) Reviewed bond information from Ameritas for a $600,000 bond with a 15 year repayment –annual payments would be approximately $50,000; 6)If village were to use as a community storm shelter could assist with a portion of the repayment; 8) Could be a budgeted expenditure in the 2018-2019 budget year; 7)Tami will get additional information regarding more specific cost.  
FAIRMONT AGING SERVICE

Fairmont Aging Service Board member Donna Atmore, Coordinator Connie Jo Felton and Cook Angel Picard visited with board on a grocery supplier for the Senior Center since the Family Market Grocery Store is closing. Items discussed: 1) Greg’s Market, Exeter, will deliver with $5.00 delivery charge; 2) Cash-Wa; 3)Could travel to Wal-Mart but would incur extra expense with mileage and wages; 4) Sysco – could order with Fairview Manor and save on ordering-may consider as an option in the future; 5) Senior Center prefers to make food from scratch and would want to ensure fresh quality; 6) Connie  Jo stated she would prefer to order from Greg’s Market for the current time and support a local supplier.  
Connie Jo also presented information to the board regarding: 1)Fairmont Senior Center has received a grant from Immanuel Vision Foundation in the amount of $1,500;  2) Fairmont Senior Center Mission Statement; 3) Minutes from September 11, 2017 board meeting and October 2017 financials.   
GENERATOR FOR RESCUE UNIT BUILDING
A proposal from 34 Electric LLC regarding a generator at the rescue unit building in the amount of $9,107.76 was reviewed by the board.  In the event of an electrical outage, there is need for a backup generation system, as new rescue equipment must have an electrical charge.  Fintel moved and West seconded to accept a proposal from 34 Electric LLC in the amount of $9,107.76 for a rescue unit building generator.  Voting aye:  Fintel, West, Slocum, Seggerman and Moses. Motion approved. Rural board will be informed of the generator update.
