Pfenning moved and Seggerman seconded the nomination Donald A. Moses for Chairperson of the Board.  Voting aye:  Pfenning, Seggerman, Slocum, West and Moses. Motion carried.    Slocum moved and Moses seconded the nomination of David R. Seggerman as Acting Chairperson.  Voting aye: Slocum, Moses, West and Pfenning.  Abstain:  Seggerman.  Motion carried.

PUBLIC FORUM
Bill Schropfer visited with the board his upcoming zoning change request and additional storage sheds to be built.  Fillmore County Planning Commission has recommended the changes and the Village Board will hold a public hearing on the zoning change at the January 9,2017 board meeting. 
ELIZABETH LEECH

Elizabeth visited with the board regarding the Nuisance Abatement Lien on her property located at 545 5th Ave, Fairmont NE in the amount of $10,000.  Elizabeth discussed the following with the board: 1)She had put a bid on the Hougland property(535 5th Ave) adjacent to her property ; however Village purchased the property at the Sheriff’s auction at $2,600 and the Village has title to the property; 2) She has checked records at the County Treasurer’s Office and the Village has three properties which are currently being taxed which would mean the village is going to develop these properties; 3)She would like to purchase the Hougland property and develop the property along with her property which is adjacent to it;4) Felt the village board stopped her in developing  her property by the declaration of her property as a nuisance and then the Village removing the building; 5) Board Chairperson Moses stated the village is considering the Hougland property for a maintenance shop location for the Village; 5) Elizabeth said she would be willing to give the village her property if the village would release the lien.  Value of her two lots $795.00; 6) Requested either the village develop the Hougland property or sell it to her so it can be developed and not just be a vacant lot.
