March 13, 2017
 The Regular meeting of the Fairmont Village Board of Trustees was convened in open and public session on Monday, March 13, 2017 at 7:00 p.m. at the Fairmont Village Hall, 635 6th Ave., Fairmont NE.  Notice of the meeting was given in advance according to proper notification by posting of meeting notice at Heartland Bank-Fairmont Branch, U.S. Post Office and Fairmont Village Hall. Chairperson Donald A. Moses called the meeting to order.   Clerk/Treas. Linda Carroll recorded the minutes. Board members present upon roll call were:  Jack D. Slocum, William W. Pfenning, David R. Seggerman and Chairperson Moses. Trustee Selina J. West was absent from the meeting. Chairperson Moses noted that a copy of the Open Meetings Act was posted on the council table and in the council meeting room for public inspection and review.  Slocum moved and Pfenning seconded to approve the minutes of February 13, 2017 board meeting.   Voting aye: Slocum, Pfenning, Seggerman and Moses.  Absent:  West.  Motion carried.  January 31, 2017 Treasurer’s Reports were placed on file. 
PUBLIC FORUM
There was no one for public forum.

STEVE PARR, JEO CONSULTING GROUP, INC. 
Proposed sewer main extension to Casey’s General Store 
Steve Parr reviewed proposed route for water & sewer extension to Casey’s General Store.  Items reviewed and discussed: 1) Elevation of line to sewer—verify if the line could meet Casey’s sewer line; 2) Water line would be 8”; Lines would need to be 15 feet apart and could just parallel each line; there is a gas line in the area; 3) Estimated sewer extension $239,265 and estimated water extension $184,08;  4)Construction would begin when crops have been harvested; 5) USDA Rural Development would amend the lagoon modification agreement with the village to include with the sewer extension and provide the funding- amendment would require an environmental review; 6) Wally Peld, representing Casey’s General Store stated Casey’s would pay for the water line extension; 7) JEO amendment to the agreement dated February 13, 2017  in the amount of $35,400 (environmental report for USDA-RD $1,500-lump sum, preliminary design $9,700 lump sum, final design $9,400 lump sum, construction services $9,300 lump sum, RPR $4,000 hourly, main staking $1,500 hourly) for the additional fees associated with the sewer extension – Slocum moved and Pfenning seconded to approve the Amendment to the JEO  Agreement dated February 13,2017 in the amount of $35,400 for the sewer extension to Casey’s General Store located at 1302 Rd F Fairmont NE.  Voting aye: Slocum, Pfenning, Seggerman and Moses.  Absent:  West.  Motion carried.; 8) Water main JEO Agreement in the amount of $29,000 (preliminary design $9,100 lump sum, final design $6,900 lump sum, bidding and negotiating $4,000 lump sum, construction services $5,000 lump sum, construction observation RPR $4,000 hourly)- Pfenning moved and Seggerman seconded to approve the Agreement with JEO dated March 13, 2017 in the amount of $29,000 for the water extension to Casey’s General Store located at 1302 Rd F Fairmont NE.  Voting aye: Pfenning,  Seggerman, Slocum and Moses.  Absent: West.  Motion carried.; 9)Annexation plat – JEO could prepare the annexation plat for $900. Rezoning Lots 610-612 Original Town, Fairmont NE

Chairperson Moses opened the public hearing at 7:30 p.m. to receive comments regarding the Zoning Change on property described as Lots 610 – 612 Original Town, Fairmont NE.  Current zoning is residential. Proposed zoning is Light Industrial to allow for a mechanic shop to be located on the property.  Jennifer stated the Fillmore County Planning Commission has recommended the zoning change request.  Brent Reed informed the board he was interested in building a shop to work on his truck.  The existing building to the north of the property has been sold. Discussion was held regarding that no unlicensed and/or inoperable vehicles were to be kept outside the proposed building or the building located on the adjoining property.  There was no opposition to the zoning change. JEO Consulting Group, Inc. will update the future land use map and zoning map for these changes.  Chairperson Moses closed public hearing at 7:45 p.m.  Pfenning moved and Slocum seconded to approve the zoning Change on property described as Lots 610-612 Original Town, Fairmont NE, from residential to light industrial.   Chairperson Moses opened the Public Hearing at 7:45 p.m. to receive comments regarding:

 1) Proposed amendment to the current Fairmont Zoning Ordinance on: Section 9.16.06 Specialty Safety and design standards: 4. Height: Total height shall be determined by the fall zone requirement and shall not exceed four hundred (400) feet.  Tower height shall not exceed 300 feet.  FAA approval is required. Recommend amendment: Section 9.16-06 Specialty Safety and design standards: 4: Height: The total height shall be determined by the fall zone requirement.  FAA approval is required.  Jennifer stated the Fillmore County Planning Commission has recommended the amendment to the Fairmont Village Ordinance.  There was no opposition to the proposed amendment.  
  2) Conditional Use Permit filed by BlueStem Energy to construct One (1) wind energy conversation systems (WECS) on the property described as Section 25, Township 8, Range 3 West of the 6th p.m. Fillmore County, Nebraska.  Fillmore County Planning Commission has recommended approval of the Conditional Use Permit. There was no opposition to the proposed amendment.  Chairperson Moses closed public hearing at 8:00 p.m.

RECOMMEND AMENDMENT: SECTION 9.16-06 SPECIALTY SAFETY AND DESIGN STANDARDS: 4: HEIGHT: THE TOTAL HEIGHT SHALL BE DETERMINED BY THE FALL ZONE REQUIREMENT.  FAA APPROVAL IS REQUIRED AND BE READ ON THREE SEPARATE READINGS BE SUSPENDED and  Slocum seconded. Voting aye: Seggerman, Slocum, Pfenning and Moses.  Absent: West.  Motion carried. Moses moved and Pfenning seconded to pass and adopt Ordinance #17-511.  Voting aye:  Moses, Pfenning, Slocum and Seggerman. Absent:  West.  Motion carried. Ordinance #17-511 passed and adopted.
