September 9, 2019

A Regular Meeting of the Fairmont Village Board of Trustees was convened in open and public session on Monday, September 9, 2019 at 7:00 p.m. at the Fairmont Village Hall, 635 6th Ave, Fairmont NE.  Notice of the meeting was given in advance according to proper notification by posting of the meeting notice at Heartland Bank-Fairmont Branch, U.S. Post Office and Fairmont Village Hall. Chairperson Aaron T. Fintel called the meeting to order. Temporary clerk Rebecca Sandman recorded the minutes. Board members present upon roll call were: Chris Grant, Larry Klipp, Tricia Galusha-Chapman, and Dave Seggerman. Guests present were Mike Scheil, Dan Slocum, Linda Zuerlein, Connie Jo Felton, Amanda Schropfer, Tyler Salmon, and Jake from SENDD. Chairperson Fintel noted that a copy of the Open Meetings Act was posted in the meeting room for public inspection and review.

PUBLIC HEARING

A public hearing was declared open at 7:07pm to hear comments pertaining to the CDBG project. Jake from SENDD explained the grant is for the rehabilitation of approximately ten homes. Fairmont has earned additional points by being one of the few communities to make a full match toward the project. Currently there are twenty pre-applications submitted. This rehab project is the fourth project in the past several years. Grant applications must be submitted by September 30th, and notice of award is typically two-three months later. The hearing was closed at 7:22pm. Chapman moved and Grant seconded a motion to introduce Resolution 2019-538 which authorizes the Chairman to sign all documents for the CDBG project. Voting aye: Chapman, Grant, Klipp, Seggerman, Fintel. Motion approved.
PUBLIC FORUM

Skip Radke requested the Board of Trustees look into the F and G Street railroad crossings for maintenance and repair. The maintenance department will look into that request.
AGING SERVICES

A proposal from Dawson Electric for updated electrical service at the Fairmont Senior Center was considered. Dawson will add a new breaker box in the amount of $2124.35. The breaker box is needed for the future purchase of a second stove. Chapman moved and Grant seconded a motion to approve the proposal from Dawson Electric in the amount of $2124.35 for electrical work. Voting aye: Chapman, Grant, Klipp, Seggerman, Fintel. Motion approved.
COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT BLOCK GRANT #16-HO-36063

A partial pay request for the CDBG project #16-HO-36063 was considered in the amount of $24,750. Seggerman moved and Chapman seconded a motion to approve the partial payment of $24,750 for the CDBG project. Voting aye: Seggerman, Chapman, Grant, Klipp, Fintel. Motion approved.

CLAIMS

The claims list was reviewed, and amended to include payroll, payroll taxes withheld, contribution toward retirement, and Complete Merchant Solution fees. Klipp moved and Seggerman seconded a motion to approve the claims list as presented. Voting aye: Klipp, Seggerman, Grant, Chapman, Fintel. Motion approved. Items discussed were: Linda’s return to work; changes to the internet service; maintenance and repair to the meeting room doors; utility payments and delinquent accounts; recycling service to the community. Klipp volunteered to coordinate with Knoell Construction as the main contractor for the meeting room work. Linda intends to be in the office next week, 9am-3pm.
